Stitch n’ Split Appliqué

Simply stated, split-design quilts are made by cutting out several sizes of the same shape from different
fabrics. The shapes are layered into units from largest to smallest and stitched together using a raw-edge appliqué
technique. Several units are made from different fabrics. Next each unit is cut into halves, thirds or even quarters.
Then pieces from different units are stitched back together to create the original shape. (3 week class)
